
B E N E F I T S

»» The boom operation is electric, running off batteries.

»» Reduced carbon footprint and emissions.

»» Electric boom allows lineworkers to perform tasks 
while truck engine is turned off, resulting in reduced 
operating costs through fuel savings and less 
maintenance; estimated 40 percent reduction in 
maintenance costs.
